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and, as applicable to the operation,
part 785 of this chapter.

§ 777.17 Permit fees.
An application for a surface coal

mining and reclamation permit shall
be accompanied by a fee determined by
the regulatory authority. The fee may
be less than, but shall not exceed, the
actual or anticipated cost of reviewing,
administering, and enforcing the per-
mit. The regulatory authority may de-
velop procedures to allow the fee to be
paid over the term of the permit.

§ 778.1 Scope and purpose.
This part establishes the minimum

requirements for the permit applica-
tions for surface coal mining and rec-
lamation operations under a State or
Federal program. This part covers min-
imum legal, financial, and compliance
requirements and general information
that must be contained in permit appli-
cations. This part applies to any person
who submits an application to a regu-
latory authority for a permit to con-
duct surface coal mining and reclama-
tion operations.

§ 778.10 Information collection.
(a) In accordance with 44 U.S.C. 3501

et seq., the Office of Management and
Budget (OMB) has approved the infor-
mation collection requirements of this
part. Section 507(b) of SMCRA provides
that persons applying for a permit to

conduct surface coal mining operations
must submit to the regulatory author-
ity certain information regarding the
applicant and affiliated entities, their
compliance status and history, prop-
erty ownership and other property
rights, right of entry, liability insur-
ance, the status of unsuitability
claims, and proof of publication of a
newspaper notice. The regulatory au-
thority uses this information to insure
that all legal, financial and compliance
requirements are satisfied prior to
issuance of a permit. Persons seeking
to conduct surface coal mining oper-
ations must respond to obtain a ben-
efit. A Federal agency may not conduct
or sponsor, and a person is not required
to respond to, a collection of informa-
tion unless it displays a currently valid
OMB control number. The OMB clear-
ance number for this part is 1029–0034.

(b) OSM estimates that the public re-
porting and recordkeeping burden for
this part averages 48 hours per re-
sponse, including time spent reviewing
instructions, searching existing data
sources, gathering and maintaining the
data needed, and completing and re-
viewing the collection of information.

§ 778.13 Identification of interests.

An application must contain the fol-
lowing information, except that the
submission of a social security number
is voluntary:
