§243.1

§243.1 Purpose.

This rule under E.O. 12372 and 31
U.S.C. 6506 et seq, updates policies, as-
signs responsibilities, and prescribes
procedures for an intergovernmental
process to assist coordination of appro-
priate DoD Federal development pro-
grams and activities in the United
States with State and local govern-
ments and Federal agencies, and to en-
courage state and local governments
and Federal agencies to coordinate
their programs and activities with the
Department of Defense.

§243.2 Applicability and scope.

(a) This rule applies to the Office of
the Secretary of Defense, the Military
Departments (excluding the civil works
function of the U.S. Army Corps of En-
gineers) and the Defense Agencies
(hereafter referred to collectively as
““DoD Components™).

(b) Neither E.O. 12372 nor this rule
are intended to create any right or ben-
efit enforceable at law by a party
against the Department of Defense or
its officials.

(c) This rule covers all programs and
activities developed by DoD Compo-
nents for military construction (as de-
fined in DoD Instruction 7040.4), acqui-
sition of real property, substantial
changes in existing use of military in-
stallations and real property, and dis-
posal of real property that may affect
state and local government or other
Federal agency community develop-
ment programs and activities, and
state, local, and other Federal agency
programs and activities that may af-
fect DoD activities.

(d) A list of the DoD programs and
activities subject to E.O. 12372 is at ap-
pendix A. An illustrative list of other
Federal programs and activities that
may affect the Department of Defense
is at appendix B.

§243.3 Definition.

State. Any of the 50 states, the Dis-
trict of Columbia, the Commonwealth
of Puerto Rico, the Commonwealth of
the Northern Mariana Islands, Guam,
American Samoa, the U.S. Virgin Is-
lands, or the Trust Territory of the Pa-
cific Islands.
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§243.4 Policy.

It is the policy of the Department of
Defense to promote an intergovern-
mental partnership and a strengthened
Federalism by relying on state proc-
esses and on state, areawide, regional,
and local coordination for review of
proposed DoD Federal development;
and to encourage the opportunity to
review other agency programs and ac-
tivities that may affect the Depart-
ment of Defense.

§243.5 Responsibilities.

(a) The Executive Secretary to the Sec-
retary of Defense, having been des-
ignated by the Secretary of Defense as
the DoD intergovernmental coordina-
tion point of contact, shall act as the
focal point for all matters relating to
E.O. 12372.

(b) The Assistant Secretary of Defense
(Manpower, Reserve Affairs, and Logis-
tics) (ASD(MRA&L)) shall develop pol-
icy and shall:

(1) Have overall management respon-
sibility for intergovernmental coordi-
nation of DoD Federal development
programs and activities,

(2) Monitor the implementation of
E.O. 12372 within the Department of
Defense.

(c) The Heads of DoD Components
shall:

(1) Establish and maintain an inter-
governmental coordination manage-
ment process concerning DoD Federal
development programs and activities
described in appendix A.

(2) Monitor the application of poli-
cies, responsibilities, and procedures
contained in this rule within their sub-
ordinate elements.

(3) Designate an official to be the
point of contact for intergovernmental
coordination and review matters cov-
ered by this rule and report his or her
name, position, and office to the
ASD(MRA&L).

(4) Develop procedures that will en-
sure that a record of state comments,
reviews, determinations, recommenda-
tions, and the status of programs and
activities are maintained.

(5) Designate an official, in accord-
ance with appendix C, who shall serve
as a DoD liaison representative to the
states in the respective Federal regions
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
