§ 935.153 Unexploded ordnance mate-
rial.

Any person who discovers any
unexploded ordnance material on Wake
Island shall refrain from tampering
with it and shall immediately report
its site to the Commander.

§ 935.154 Boat operations.
The operator of each boat used at

Wake Island shall conform to the limi-
tations on its operations as the Com-
mander may prescribe in the public in-
terest.

§ 935.155 Floating objects.
No person may anchor, moor, or

beach any boat, barge, or other float-
ing object on Wake Island in any loca-
tion or manner other than as pre-
scribed by the Commander.
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
