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Nonprofit as applied to any agency or
institution means an agency or institu-
tion which is a corporation or an asso-
ciation, no part of the net earnings of
which inures or may lawfully inure to
the benefit of any private shareholder
or individual.

Project means the particular con-
struction activity which is supported
by a grant under this part.

Secretary means the Secretary of
Health and Human Services and any of-
ficial to whom the authority involved
is delegated.

§ 52b.3 Who is eligible to apply?
In order to be eligible for a construc-

tion grant under this part, the appli-
cant must:

(a) Be a public or private nonprofit
agency or institution;

(b) Be located in a state, the District
of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the Virgin
Islands, the Canal Zone, Guam, Amer-
ican Samoa, or the successor states of
the Trust Territory of the Pacific Is-
lands (the Federated States of Micro-
nesia, the Republic of the Marshall Is-
lands, and the Republic of Palau); and

(c) Meet any additional eligibility
criteria specified in the applicable pro-
visions of the Act.

§ 52b.4 How to apply.
Applications for construction grants

under this part shall be made at the
times and in the form and manner as
the Secretary may prescribe.

§ 52b.5 How will NIH evaluate applica-
tions?

(a) In evaluating and approving appli-
cations for construction grants under
this part, the Director shall take into
account, among other pertinent fac-
tors, the following:

(1) The priority score assigned to the
application by an NIH peer review
group as described in paragraph (b) of
this section;

(2) The relevance of the project for
which construction is proposed to the
objectives and priorities of the par-
ticular program authorized by the Act;

(3) The scientific merit of the re-
search activities that will be carried
out in the proposed facility;

(4) The scientific or professional
standing or reputation of the applicant

and of its existing or proposed officers
and research staff;

(5) The availability, by affiliation or
other association, of other scientific or
health personnel and facilities to the
extent necessary to carry out effec-
tively the program proposed for the fa-
cility, including the adequacy of an ac-
ceptable biohazard control and con-
tainment program when warranted;

(6) The need for the facility and its
total effects on similar or related fa-
cilities in the locale, and the need for
appropriate geographic distribution of
similar facilities; and

(7) The financial need of the appli-
cant.

(b) The priority score of the applica-
tion shall be based, among other perti-
nent factors, on the following criteria:

(1) The scientific merit of the total
program and its component parts to be
carried out in the facility;

(2) The administrative and leadership
capabilities of the applicant’s officers
and staff;

(3) The organization of the appli-
cant’s research program and its rela-
tionship with the applicant’s overall
research programs;

(4) The anticipated effect of the
project on other relevant research pro-
grams and facilities in the geographic
area, and nationwide;

(5) The need for the project or addi-
tional space; and

(6) The project cost and design.

§ 52b.6 What is the rate of federal fi-
nancial participation?

(a) Unless otherwise specified by
statute, the rate of federal financial
participation in a construction project
supported by a grant under this part
shall not be more than 50 percent of
the necessary allowable costs of con-
struction as determined by the Direc-
tor, except that when the Director
finds good cause for waiving this limi-
tation, the amount of the construction
grant may be more than 50 percent of
the necessary allowable costs of con-
struction.

(b) Subject to paragraph (a) of this
section, the Director shall set the ac-
tual rate of federal financial participa-
tion in the necessary allowable costs of
construction, taking into consideration
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
