Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

able until expended: Provided, That appropriations and 17

funds available herein to the Department for Hazardous 18

$911,394,000, of which $18,059,000 shall be for the pur-8

poses, and in the amounts, specified in the table titled 9

‘‘Congressionally Designated Projects’’ in the report to ac-10

company this Act, of which $2,058,000 shall be available 11

for the control of outbreaks of insects, plant diseases, ani-12

mal diseases and for control of pest animals and birds to 13

the extent necessary to meet emergency conditions; of 14

which $23,390,000 shall be used for the cotton pests pro-15

fiscal year that does not require minimum matching by 9

the States of at least 40 percent: Provided further, That 10

this appropriation shall be available for the operation and 11

maintenance of aircraft and the purchase of not to exceed 12

four, of which two shall be for replacement only: Provided 13

further, That, in addition, in emergencies which threaten 14

any segment of the agricultural production industry of this 15

country, the Secretary may transfer from other appropria-16

tions or funds available to the agencies or corporations 17

of the Department such sums as may be deemed nec-18

essary, to be available only in such emergencies for the 19

arrest and eradication of contagious or infectious disease 20

or pests of animals, poultry, or plants, and for expenses 21

in accordance with sections 10411 and 10417 of the Ani-22

mal Health Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 8310 and 8316) and 23

sections 431 and 442 of the Plant Protection Act (7 24

U.S.C. 7751 and 7772), and any unexpended balances of 25
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funds transferred for such emergency purposes in the pre-1

ceding fiscal year shall be merged with such transferred 2

amounts: Provided further, That appropriations hereunder 3

shall be available pursuant to law (7 U.S.C. 2250) for the 4

repair and alteration of leased buildings and improve-5

ments, but unless otherwise provided the cost of altering 6

any one building during the fiscal year shall not exceed 7

10 percent of the current replacement value of the build-8

ing. 9

In fiscal year 2010, the agency is authorized to collect 10

fees to cover the total costs of providing technical assist-11

ance, goods, or services requested by States, other political 12

subdivisions, domestic and international organizations, 13

foreign governments, or individuals, provided that such 14

fees are structured such that any entity’s liability for such 15

fees is reasonably based on the technical assistance, goods, 16

or services provided to the entity by the agency, and such 17

fees shall be credited to this account, to remain available 18

until expended, without further appropriation, for pro-19

viding such assistance, goods, or services. 20

shall not exceed 10 percent of the current replacement 10

value of the building. 11

Fees may be collected for the cost of standardization 12

activities, as established by regulation pursuant to law (31 13

LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES 15

Not to exceed $64,583,000 (from fees collected) shall 16

be obligated during the current fiscal year for administra-17

tive expenses: Provided, That if crop size is understated 18

and/or other uncontrollable events occur, the agency may 19

exceed this limitation by up to 10 percent with notification 20

to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of 21

Congress. 22

SEC. 736. Agencies with jurisdiction for carrying out 14

international food assistance programs under the jurisdic-15

tion of this Act, including title II of the Food for Peace 16

Act and the McGovern-Dole International Food for Edu-17

cation Program, shall— 18

(1) provide to the Committees on Appropria-19

tions of the House and the Senate no later than 20

March 1, 2010, the following: 21

costs relating to allocation and distribution of 21

commodities in recipient countries; 22

(D) information on the frequency of delays 23

in transporting food aid commodities, the cause 24

or purpose of any delays (including how those 25
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delays are tracked, monitored and resolved), 1

missed schedules by carriers and non-carriers 2

(and resulting program costs due to such 3

delays, including impacts to program bene-4

ficiaries); 5

(E) information on the methodologies to 6

improve interagency coordination between host 7

governments, the World Food Program, and 8

non-governmental organization to develop more 9

consistent estimates of food aid needs and the 10

number of intended recipients to appropriately 11

inform the purchases of commodities and in 12

order to appropriately plan for commodity pro-13

curement for food aid programs; 14

(2) provide the matter described under sub-15

section (1) of this section in the form of a consensus 16

report under the signatures of the Secretaries of Ag-17

riculture, State, and Transportation; and 18

(3) estimates and cost savings analysis for this 19

section shall be derived from periods representative 20

of normal program operations. 21

There is hereby appropriated $800,000 to 7

the Farm Service Agency to carry out a pilot program to 8

demonstrate the use of new technologies that increase the 9

rate of growth of re-forested hardwood trees on private 10

non-industrial forests lands, enrolling lands on the coast 11

of the Gulf of Mexico that were damaged by Hurricane 12

SEC. 742. Applicants with very low, low, and mod-14

erate incomes shall be eligible for the program established 15

in section 791 of Public Law 109–97.

The Secretary of Agriculture may author-17

ize a State agency to use funds provided in this Act to 18

exceed the maximum amount of reconstituted infant for-19

mula specified in 7 C.F.R. 246.10 when issuing infant for-20

mula to participants. Such authorizations shall not other-21

wise impact the eligibility of manufacturers to remain eli-22

gible under the Special Supplemental Nutrition Program 23

for Women, Infants and Children authorized by section 24

17 of the Child Nutrition Act of 1966. 25

SEC. 744. None of the funds made available by this 1

Act may be used to establish or implement a rule allowing 2

poultry products to be imported into the United States 3

from the People’s Republic of China unless the Secretary 4

of Agriculture formally commits in advance to conduct au-5

dits of inspection systems, on-site reviews of slaughter and 6

processing facilities, laboratories and other control oper-7

ations before any Chinese facilities are certified as eligible 8

to ship fully cooked poultry products to the United States, 9

and at least once annually in subsequent years: Provided, 10

That the Secretary commits in advance to implement a 11

significantly increased level of port of entry re-inspection: 12

Provided further, That the Secretary commits in advance 13

to conduct information sharing with other countries im-14

porting poultry products from China that have conducted 15

audits and plant inspections. 16

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Agriculture, Rural De-17

velopment, Food and Drug Administration, and Related 18

Agencies Appropriations Act, 2010’’.
